一、依據「國立中興大學學則」、「國立中興大學碩士班章程」、「國立中興大學碩士班學位考試細則」、「國立中興大學碩博士班研究生畢業資格審核作業要點」、「學生抵免學分辦法」及相關規定訂定「國立中興大學教師專業發展研究所碩士班研究生學位修習辦法」(以下簡稱本辦法)。
二、修業期限以二至四年為限，但在職進修研究生未在規定修業期限修滿應修課程或未完成學位論文者，得延長修業期限壹年。
前述所稱「在職進修研究生」係指以在職生身份錄取入學之研究生。三、最低畢業總學分為 34 學分，其中包括
(一) 必修課程共計 7 學分； (二) 選修課程至少 21 學分； (三) 畢業論文 6 學分。
(四) 選修外系(所)課程(含校際選課)，須經指導教授或所長同意，畢業學分最多採計外系所課程(含校際選課)6 學分。

四、每學期應修學科學分於未選定指導教授前，由學業導師核定之；於選定指導教授後，由指導教授核定之。
五、本所非教育相關學系畢業之研究生，得由指導教授要求其修習教育學程相關課程，以充實其先備知識。
六、新生欲申請抵免學分者，應於入學（復學）當學期提出申請；且以一次為限，事後不得補辦；逾期者視為自動放棄。學分抵免由開課教師決定同意與否，如
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無開課教師由所長指定相關教師決定，最後送註冊組複核。
七、本所研究生於修業期間，必須參與國內外大學、學術團體或其他研究機構所辦                               理之教育學術研討會至少兩次。
八、本所研究生入學後，應於第一學年第一學期結束時，向所提報選定指導教授，並經所長同意後通過。指導教授之選定，原則上由研究生先行洽詢教師意願。指導教授應符合學位授予法第十一條規定之碩士學位考試委員之資格，由本所專任或合聘教師擔任之。
九、論文計劃：
(一) 申請論文計劃發表須先經指導教授同意，並應於畢業論文口試前三個月，向本所申請審理。
(二) 論文計劃由指導教授邀請校內外兩位口試委員辦理公開發表，進行研究計劃口試，本所師生均可出席提供意見。
十、學位論文口試前以第一作者刊登於國內外有外審制度之期刊至少一篇，或發表國內外學術研討會至少一篇（均含學會年會），且將相關證明存所備查。
十一、學位論文考試：
(一) 學位論文考試以口試為原則。
(二) 碩士學位口試委員會置委員三至五人，其中校外委員須三分之一以上，委員名單由指導教授推薦經所務會議通過，由所長報請校長聘請之。論文指導教授為當然委員但不得擔任召集人。考試委員應具備與該論文有關之專長，並具下列資格之一：
1. 曾任教授、副教授。
2. 擔任中央研究院院士或曾任中央研究院研究員、副研究員者。
3. 獲有博士學位，在學術上或專業上著有成就者。
4. 屬於稀少性或特殊性學科，在學術或專業上著有成就者。前項第三款、第四款之提聘資格認定，由所務會議審議。
十二、本辦法未規定之有關碩士班研究生修讀事宜，悉依本校相關法規章則處理。十三、本辦法經本所所務會議通過後施行，修訂時亦同。

(1) The "Regulations of National Chung Hsing University", "Statutes of the Master's Program of National Chung Hsing University", "Regulations of the Master's Degree Examination of National Chung Hsing University", "Key Points of the Master's and Doctoral Programs of National Chung Hsing University for Graduates' Qualification Examination", "Regulations on Credit Exemption for Students" and other relevant regulations are used to determine the "Regulations for Graduate Study of the Master's Program of the Institute for Teacher Professional Development of National Chung Hsing University" (hereinafter referred to as the Regulations). The "Regulations for Graduate Study of Master's Degree Programs of the Institute for Teacher Professional Development, National Chung Hsing University" (hereinafter referred to as "the Regulations") are formulated in accordance with the "Regulations for Graduate Study of Master's Degree Programs of the Institute for Teacher Professional Development, National Chung Hsing University," and other relevant regulations.
(2) The period of study shall be limited to two to four years, but in-service postgraduate students who have not completed the required courses or the dissertation within the stipulated period of study shall be allowed to extend the period of study for one year.
(3) The term "in-service graduate students" refers to graduate students who are admitted as in-service students. The minimum total number of credits for graduation is 34 credits, including
(a) 7 credits of required courses; 
(b) at least 21 credits of elective courses; (c) 6 credits of senior thesis.
(d) The maximum number of credits that can be counted towards the graduation of a course (including intercollegiate electives) from an outside department (including intercollegiate electives) is 6 credits, which must be approved by the supervising professor or the director.

(4) The number of credits to be taken each semester will be approved by the academic advisor before the supervising professor is selected, and will be approved by the supervising professor after the supervising professor is selected.
(5) Graduate students who are not graduates of education-related departments may be required by their supervising professors to take courses related to the education program in order to enrich their prerequisite knowledge.
(6) New students who wish to apply for credit should do so during the semester of their enrollment (resumption) and should do so only once, with no possibility of reapplication afterward. The instructor of the course will decide whether to grant the credit or not.
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Teachers who are not available for classes will be designated by the Director and sent to the Registrar for final review.
(7) Graduate students are required to attend at least two educational seminars organized by universities, academic groups, or other research institutes during their studies.
(8) Upon enrollment, graduate students shall submit a report on the selection of a supervising professor to the Institute at the end of the first semester of the first academic year, and the selection shall be approved by the director of the Institute. In principle, graduate students should first consult with the faculty for the selection of supervising professors. The supervising professors shall meet the qualifications of Master's Degree Examination Committee as stipulated in Article 11 of the Academic Degree Conferment Law, and shall be appointed by full-time or part-time faculty members of the Graduate School.
(9) Thesis Program:
(1) The application for publication in the Thesis Project must be approved by the supervising professor and should be submitted to the Institute for review three months prior to the oral examination of the final thesis.
(b) The supervising professor will invite two oral examiners from inside and outside the university to conduct an oral examination of the research project, which will be open to all students and faculty members of the Institute.
(10) Before the oral examination, the dissertation must be published as the first author in at least one journal with external review system, or presented in at least one academic seminar (including the annual meeting of the Society), and the relevant certificates must be kept in the office for examination.
(11) Degree Thesis Examination:
(a) The Degree Thesis Examination is based on the principle of oral examination.
(b) The Oral Examination Committee for Master's Degree shall consist of three to five members, of which at least one-third shall be external members. The list of members shall be recommended by the supervising professors and approved by the Board of Directors of the Institute, and the Director shall report to the President of the University for the appointment of the members. Thesis supervising professors shall be ex-officio members but shall not be the convener. The examiners should have expertise related to the thesis and possess one of the following qualifications:
1. He was a professor and associate professor.
2. He or she is a member of Academia Sinica or has been a researcher or associate researcher of Academia Sinica.
3. Doctoral degree holders who have demonstrated academic or professional accomplishments.
4. Those who belong to rare or special disciplines and who have made academic or professional achievements. The qualifications for appointment under paragraphs 3 and 4 of the preceding paragraph shall be reviewed by the Board of Directors of the Institute.
(12) Matters related to the study of master's degree students that are not stipulated in these regulations shall be handled in accordance with the relevant rules and regulations of the University.
(13)  These regulations shall come into effect after they have been approved by the Board of Directors of the Institute, and shall be amended accordingly.
